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Message from the President

Dear Neighbors,

§ W / e have suffered through the month of April, with its cold rain and radically changing weather and now we are
anxiously waiting for the May flowers to bloom. | am looking forward to the sweet smell and feel of spring. April
has been a month of transition on many levels.

In February, 2009, Gabe Klein, Director, DDOT addressed the HCCA membership. He explained the 11t" Street Bridges
Replacement Project and other DDOT projects scheduled in the Ward 7 area. At that time he suggested funding for the
bridge project might be available through the Obama Stimulus Package, and if so the project would be moving forward
in the near future. After learning more about the restrictions and limitations on the stimulus money, and determining the
bridge project could not be funded through this process, Klein sought other methods of funding, determined to keep the
project viable. On March 31, 2009, Councilmember Jim Graham, Chair of the Public Works and Transportation Commit-
tee, held a roundtable on Bill 18-148: the “Transportation Infrastructure Improvements Bond Financing Act of 2009.” |
represented Hillcrest. Also present from HCCA were Kathy Chamberlain, Vincent Spaulding and James Short. On April
7, 2009, the City Council approved Bill 18-148. The passage of this legislation will give Mayor Adrian Fenty the authority
to issue bonds against future federal appropriations. A portion of the funding for the 11" Street Bridge Project will come
from these bonds. This means the project should be moving forward.

At HCCA'’s April meeting the membership voted unanimously to support the Anacostia River Clean-Up and Protection
Act of 2009. This legislation will levy a 5-cent charge per bag for the use of plastic bags in stores. Many of these bags
find their way to the Anacostia and add to the pollution of the river. On Sunday, April 5, 2009, | emailed every member
of the City Council expressing HCCA's support of the passage of this legislation. | have a received a positive reply from
all of them. Councilmember Tommy Wells, who introduced this bill, requested a quote of support for a press release his
office is preparing. | have responded to his request.

FORT DUPONT ICE ARENA

N N Y e have a hidden jewel in our midst that needs our help. The hidden jewel is our own Fort Dupont Ice Arena.

The indoor skating rink is located at 3779 Ely Place, SE, in Fort Dupont Park. Although the rink is owned
by the National Park Service, it is run by the Friends of the Fort Dupont Ice Arena, a 501(c)(3) organization. The
mission of that organization is to provide increased opportunity, education and inspiration to the young people of
Washington, DC, and the surrounding area through ice skating and educational activities.

The Friends serves more than 10,000 kids per year through its partnerships with schools, camps, churches,
community organizations and its public programs. It offers free figure skating, hockey and speed skating lessons
to Washington area children, many of whom come from the surrounding neighborhoods. These programs are not
self-supporting and rely heavily on donations from individuals, corporations, foundations and government grants.
The programs are costly but well worth it.

I am the parent of two girls who have participated in the Kids On Ice Program at Fort Dupont for several
years. It has been rewarding for me to watch my daughters blossom into accomplished figure skaters. It has also
been rewarding for me to see the ice rink blossom from an under-utilized facility into a warm and welcoming
neighborhood center. We are fortunate to have such a wonderful facility in our neighborhood. To this end, | ask
that you consider donating time, money or equipment to the Friends of the Fort Dupont Ice Arena. | ask you to
come out and skate sometime during our public skate sessions on Friday (12-1:50), Saturday (3—4:20) or Sunday
