These proposed by-law changes were read at the last membership
meeting and will be voted on at the June meeting.

Mission and Purpose

The Hillcrest Community Civic Association (HCCA) works to enhance the qual-
ity of life and prosperity of residents, families, community organizations and in-
stitutions located within the designated geographic boundaries. HCCA fulfills its
mission by engaging members in a variety of educational, social, beautification,
public safety and economic activities, advancing their interest before the gov-
ernment and private sector and leveraging their collective influence to achieve
community improvements.

Boundaries

The official boundaries of the Association are bounded by a line beginning at
the intersection of 31st Street. SE and Pennsylvania Avenue, thence extending
southeastward along Pennsylvania Avenue SE to the intersection of Pennsyl-
vania Avenue, SE and the District of Columbia boundary line (at Southern Ave-
nue, SE); thence extending southwestward along that District Line to the inter-
section of that line with Naylor Road, SE; from thence extending northward
along Naylor Road, SE to the intersection of Naylor Road, SE with 27th Street,
SE: from thence in a straight line running eastward through the park {o reach
the upper point of 31st Street, SE and then following 31st Street, SE northward
to the original intersection of 31st Street SE and Pennsylvania Avenue, SE said
boundary to include both sides of 31st Street, SE including Randle Highlands
Elementary School.
