T his is Mayor Adrian Fenty’s second visit to Hill-
crest since he assumed the office as mayor on Jan. 

2, 2007. Fenty is the fifth elected mayor of the District 
of Columbia. He was born Dec. 6, 1970, in the District 
and grew up in Mount Pleasant. His parents, owners of 
the popular Fleet Feet athletic-apparel store, still live 
in his boyhood home. Working at the store during 
breaks and on weekends, Fenty attended Oberlin College before earning a Juris 
Doctorate from Howard University Law School. 

     In his first year in office, Fenty began the overdue transformation of the Dis-
trict of Columbia Public Schools by placing them under the authority of the 
Mayor. DCPS began a new era of high-quality education with a new management 
team, new personnel rules and an ambitious facilities modernization program. 
The administration added police officers and expanded community policing initia-
tives, expanded health care coverage for the uninsured, and constructed thou-
sands of units of affordable housing while revamping delivery of services to the 
homeless.  
     Mayor Fenty has ordered aggressive reform in the areas of child welfare, emer-
gency medical services and routine service delivery. He reorganized the Depart-
ment of Health and created a Department of Disability Services as a cabinet-level 
agency. He finalized the sale of Greater Southeast Community Hospital (now 
United Medical Center) in a public-private partnership that kept the facility open 
for patients east of the Anacostia River. Mayor Fenty lives with his wife, Michelle, 
their twin sons Matthew and Andrew and a baby girl on the way, in Crestwood.
