ondary Education. During this time she worked on K-12 policy and regulations pertaining to the No Child Left
Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, and the review and approval of
state accountability plans for NCLB. She also helped write the original regulations and non-regulatory guid-
ance for implementation of NCLB's accountability, assessment, flexibility and teacher quality provisions. She
authored several articles on the subjects of reading, charter schools, and school-based management. In ad-
dition Dr. Briggs was the co-editor of the 2003 book, Reading in the Classroom: Systems for Observation of
Teaching and Learning. Dr. Briggs earned her PhD in education policy and organizational studies as well as
a master’s of education from the University of Southern California. She has a bachelor’s degree in political
science from the Stephen F. Austin State University. She is active in the District of Columbia as a board
member for the Aged Women’s Home of Georgetown and former chair of the Junior League of Washington’s
Literacy Partnerships Committee. She lives in Ward 6.

HCCA MEMBERSHIP DIRECTORY
GET LISTED!

s the keeper of the HCCA membership records, neighbors often call me for addresses, or
phone numbers of other members. Sometimes people ask for the entire list, but I can’t give it
to them because our policy has been that only HCCA board members are entitled to the
list. At a recent HCCA meeting, the question of making the list (printed copy only, no elec-
tronic copy) available to all HCCA members was raised, and the membership voted resoundingly in fa-
vor. It was strongly felt that such a directory would be an important tool for Neighborhood Watch.

Scenario: You are not home. A neighbor drives by your house and notices your front door is open at a
time of day when it’s usually closed. The neighbor doesn’t know you by name and doesn’t know your
phone number. It doesn’t seem important enough to call the police, so she just drives by.

The plan is to have two sections, one in alphabetical order by last name, and one in alphabetical order
by street name. That way, if the neighbor in the above scenario doesn’t know your name, she can look
you up by address. The directory will contain name, address, phone number for each HCCA member, as
listed in the HCCA membership records. If you want additional information listed, such as cell phone,
work phone, email address, let me know.

Of course, if you do not wish to be listed, you may opt out. To opt out, call or e-mail me. Remember,
the directory will not be placed on the Web site or distributed in electronic format. Only printed copies
will be distributed, and only to HCCA members. Members will be asked to use it only for neighborhood
purposes. Hopefully, the directory will be available by the December HCCA meeting. There will be a
nominal cost, probably in the range of $5 to $10. The directory will be re-published periodically, per-
