I am using, with the permission of Rev. Kip Banks, Pastor of East Washington Heights Baptist Church, 
a statement to the members of his church on community building for my “President’s Message” this 
month.  Rev. Banks sends weekly inspirational messages to his church members and this statement 
contains some very good advice on community building: 
 

How To Build Community 
We often lament the bad happenings in our community and we speak about the community like it’s a 
monolithic place.  But the reality is that very often we’re not talking about community, but instead the 
neighborhoods and places where we live. 
 
Communities are more than spatial realities.  Communities are places where people have things in 
common and live together in unity (Acts 2:44).  Communities are a spiritual reality and it takes time to 
build them.  But not only does it take time to build a community, it also takes hard work to maintain it.  
Here are some suggestions on how we can build and maintain community: 
 
Turn off your T.V.  --Leave your house --Get to know your neighbors --Greet people -- Look up when 
you’re walking --Sit on your stoop --  Plant flowers --Use your local library --Buy from local 
merchants --Share what you have --Take children to the park -- Honor elders -- Support neighborhood 
schools -- Fix it even if you didn’t break it --Have potlucks -- Talk to the mail carrier -- Listen to the 
birds -- Put up a swing -- Help carry something heavy -- Barter for your goods -- Start a tradition.  
Ask a question. -- Hire young people for odd jobs --Organize a block party --Bake extra and share --  
Listen before you react to anger -- Mediate a conflict.  Seek to understand --Learn from new and 
uncomfortable angles -- Know that no one is silent, though many are not heard.  Work to change this.

Five Years at Twining - What next? 
 
Time flies!  Yes, it's been almost five years since we signed up with the National Park Service (NPS) 
to adopt Twining Square, the triangle park on Pennsylvania Ave SE between 27th and 28th St. In 
April 2005, we will have fulfilled our commitment.  Now what?  It's up to you. 
 
As a community,  we need to decide whether to continue. The NPS has done their part in terms of 
support. They have provided the plantings, compost, mulch, and all other materials we requested. 
They have invested thousands of dollars in materials; replaced the missing trees and shrubs; 
provided a source of water for the garden; and even installed two beautiful benches. True, the 
cobblestone surface still needs repairing, but we hope to get some good news on that very soon. The 
question is: Should we sign another agreement with the National Park Service, or should we let the 
park go, hoping that somehow things will take care of themselves? Of one thing we can be certain-
the NPS does not have the manpower to maintain the park to the standard we have become 
accustomed. 
 
When we first adopted the park, we had about 40 volunteers. Now we're down to about 5 regulars. 
Has the community lost interest? The park is too big for 5 volunteers working a few hours per month. 
Only if more volunteers join us can we continue maintaining the park. Is everyone just too busy? Are 
Saturday work sessions inconvenient? Perhaps small groups of volunteers could adopt specific 
sections of the park, working at whatever time is convenient. What can be done to make it easier for 
you to participate? If you enjoy the beauty of the park, please consider how it will look if the 
community abandons it. You have all winter to think about it. As Twining Park takes its winter rest, 
lets plan for the years ahead. I look forward to your suggestions.
